He lost every-
thing in the floods and wanted to replace the quilt that was destroyed.  They were going to call him.  

¶ I am so proud of everyone who has participated in this project.  I hope that the unfinished quilts will be coming 
in soon. (I am still working on mine.)  I had fleetingly thought that a goal of 100 quilts would be great and then 
quickly told myself that it wouldn't happen.  I now think that is a possibility.  I hope everyone will join me in mak-
ing the push towards this goal.  I still have some tops and backs that need to be completed.  Just give me a 
call.  I am working on another sew in date. 

¶ I photographed and organized all the quilts.  I am working on figuring out how to set up a FaceBook page to
