Elizaõs òThe Song Quiltsó project visually interprets folk music from the American South and the Russian Arctic.  She 
has traveled across the United States and Northwest Russia interviewing women and gathering their songs and stories.  
From these field recordings, she creates transcriptions of the folksongs and transforms them into quilts.  She devel-
ops a method that translates pitch into color and rhythm into shapes. Which are direct transcriptions as they were 
sung by women who participated and as results in national identity, global culture and shared traditions. 
 
Eliza told us of the history of generations of African-American women in the small town of Geeõs Bend which is located 
Southwest of Selma.  This is a rural community with fewer than 1,000 residents due to the isolation of their communi-
ty.  During the Great Migration in the early-to-mid 1900õs the residents remained in rural Alabama instead of moving 
North.  You will always find the Geeõs Bend Quilters singing while quilting giving their praises to their Lord and his in-
fluence in their everyday and happy existence.  
 
CHARITY QUILTS:  In Carol C. & Juanita G. absence Charity quilts were given to Dona S.
